. Ability to recognize and respond to changes in patient condition

. Knowledge of infection control and prevention measures
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. Skilled in wound care and treatment
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. Knowledge of emergency equipment and their proper use
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. Ability to perform venipuncture and obtain blood samples
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. Proficiency in starting and maintaining intravenous (1V) lines
. Skilled in chest tube insertion and management

. Familiarity with respiratory equipment and management

. Ability to perform diagnostic tests such as EKGs and X-rays
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Knowledge of emergency surgical procedures
