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Morbidity and mortality conference

A morbidity and mortality conference (M&M conference) is a meeting held by healthcare
professionals to review cases where patients experienced adverse outcomes or
unexpected events. The purpose of the conference is to learn from these experiences,
identify ways to improve patient care, and prevent similar incidents from happening in
the future.

Typically, the conference is attended by members of the healthcare team who were
involved in the case, including physicians, nurses, and other staff members. During the
conference, the team discusses the details of the case, including the patient's medical
history, the care that was provided, and the outcomes.

What are the steps?
