Instructions:

1. Answer each question honestly and thoughtfully.

2. Share your answers with your partner and discuss them openly.

3. Be willing to listen to your partner's perspective and be open to change.

If you answered "yes" to questions 1 and 2, and "no" to questions 3 and 4, then there is
a good chance that your relationship can be saved. However, it will require both of you
to be willing to work on it.

If you answered "no" to question 1, or "yes" to question 3 or 4, then it is more likely that
the spark has gone out and the relationship may not be worth saving. However, it is
important to have a conversation with your partner before making a final decision.

If you answered "no" to question 5, then it is important to ask yourself why you are still in
the relationship. If you are not willing to love your partner the way they deserve to be
loved, then it is selfish to continue in the relationship.

No matter what your answers are, it is important to remember that you are not alone.
