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Bloom's Taxonomy is a hierarchical framework for classifying educational objectives and
cognitive skills. It was developed by Benjamin Bloom and his colleagues in the 1950s
and revised in the 2000s. The taxonomy categorizes thinking into six levels, from lower-
order thinking skills to higher-order thinking skills:

1. Remembering: This is the lowest level of thinking. It involves recalling information,
facts, or basic concepts. For example:

e Memorizing historical dates.

2. Understanding: At this level, you grasp the meaning of information. Examples
include:

Analyzing: Analyzing involves breaking down information into parts and
understanding their relationships. Examples:

 ldentifying cause and effect in an economic system.
+ Comparing and contrasting two characters in a novel.
e Analyzing a speech for persuasive techniques.

Evaluating: Here, you make judgments about the value of ideas, methods, or
solutions. Examples include:

» Evaluating the effectiveness of a marketing strategy.
o Assessing the ethical implications of a scientific experiment.

¢ Judging the quality of a piece of art.

. Creating: This is the highest level and involves generating new ideas, products, or

ways of thinking. Examples:
e Writing an original short story.
e Designing a new product.

» Developing a novel theory in linguistics.

To apply Bloom's Taxonomy in real life problems, start by identifying the level of thinking
required for the specific situation. For verbal linguistics proficiency:

Remembering: Memorize vocabulary words or grammar rules.
Understanding: Comprehend complex texts in your target language.
Applying: Use your linguistic skills to write an essay or have a conversation.

Analyzing: Break down the structure of sentences or analyze the nuances in
language.

Evaluating: Assess the quality of written or spoken content in your target language.

Creating: Write a poem, story, or article in the language.
