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27. Deleterious: Harmful or having a damaging effect on something.
Example: The deleterious effects of pollution on the environment are evident.

28. Effervescent: Bubbling with high spirits; lively and enthusiastic.
Example: Her effervescent personality made her the life of the party.

29. Fatidic: Relating to or characterized by prophecy or divination.
Example: The ancient oracle's words were considered fatidic.

30. Gainsaid: To deny or contradict a statement or fact.
Example: Despite the evidence, he gainsaid the allegations against him.

31. Hegemonic: Exercising control or dominance over a group or society.
Example: The hegemonic power dictated the policies of the region.

32. Inchoate: In an early or undeveloped stage; just beginning.
Example: The idea was still inchoate and required further development.

33. Junoesque: Statuesque and beautiful, like the goddess Juno.
Example: Her appearance was often described as junoesque.

34. Knavish: Dishonest, deceitful, or untrustworthy.
Example: His knavish behavior led to a loss of trust among his colleagues.

35. Lachrymose: Tending to weep easily; tearful or mournful.
Example: The lachrymose movie brought tears to many viewers' eyes.

36. Mellitic: Sweet or honey-like in taste or smell.
Example: The mellitic fragrance of the flowers filled the garden.

37. Nebulous: Hazy, vague, or unclear in form or meaning.
Example: The concept was still nebulous, lacking a clear definition.

38. Obstreperous: Noisy and difficult to control.
Example: The obstreperous children disrupted the quiet library.

39. Palimpsestic: Having many layers of meaning or content.
Example: The novel was palimpsestic, revealing new insights with each reading.

40. Querulous: Complaining in a whining or petulant manner.
Example: His querulous tone made it challenging to have a productive conversation.

41. Rhapsodic: Extravagantly emotional or enthusiastic.
Example: Her rhapsodic praise for the artist's work was heartwarming.
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42. Salubrious: Promoting health and well-being; healthful.
Example: The mountain air had a salubrious effect on her overall well-being.

43. Tenebrous: Dark, shadowy, or obscure.
Example: The tenebrous alleyway seemed unwelcoming after sunset.

44. Uxorious: Excessively devoted or submissive to one's wife.
Example: His uxorious behavior was endearing to his spouse.

45. Voluptuous: Pleasurable and sensual in a luxurious way.
Example: The hotel's spa offered a truly voluptuous experience.

46. Whimsical: Playfully quaint or fanciful, especially in an appealing way.
Example: The whimsical design of the cafe attracted a creative crowd.

47. Xenogenetic: Originating from a foreign source or influence.
Example: The xenogenetic elements in the cuisine gave it a unique flavor.

48. Yesterworld: The world of the past, often nostalgically remembered.
Example: His stories about yesterworld entertained his grandchildren.

49. Zephyrian: Gentle and mild; related to a soft breeze.
Example: The zephyrian weather made for a perfect picnic day.

50. Abecedarian: Relating to the basic principles or fundamentals.
Example: The abecedarian nature of the workshop made it accessible to all.

51. Bumptious: Self-assertive or overly confident to the point of being rude.
Example: His bumptious attitude made him unpopular with his colleagues.

52. Cacophonic: Producing a harsh, discordant sound.
Example: The cacophonic clash of instruments disrupted the performance.

53. Diaphanous: Delicately transparent or light in texture.
Example: She wore a diaphanous gown that flowed ethereally as she walked.

54. Egregious: Outstandingly bad or shocking.
Example: The egregious error in the report was difficult to overlook.

55. Facinorous: Extremely wicked or villainous.
Example: The facinorous deeds of the antagonist shocked the readers.

56. Grandiloquent: Pompous or extravagant in language, style, or manner.
Example: His grandiloquent speech was met with polite applause.
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57. Hapax: A word that occurs only once in a language or literature.
Example: "Lethophobia" is a hapax in the English language.

58. Ineffulgent: Failing to shine or give off light.
Example: The old, ineffulgent lantern barely illuminated the room.

59. Jocund: Cheerful and lighthearted.
Example: The jocund atmosphere at the party was contagious.

60. Kookaburra: A large, terrestrial kingfisher native to Australia.
Example: The kookaburra's distinctive laughter-like call echoed through the forest.

61. Lambent: Softly glowing or flickering, like a flame.
Example: The lambent light of the candles created a romantic ambiance.

62. Munificent: Very generous or liberal in giving.
Example: Her munificent donations greatly benefited the charity.

63. Noetic: Relating to mental activity or intellect.
Example: The noetic nature of the conversation delved into deep philosophical 
questions.

64. Obstreperal: Resistant to control or management.
Example: The obstrerpersal child made parenting a challenging task.

65. Palindromic: Reading the same backward as forward.
Example: "A man, a plan, a canal, Panama" is a palindromic phrase.

66. Quixotical: Unrealistic and impractical due to a strong belief in idealism.
Example: Her quixotical pursuit of world peace was admirable but unrealistic.

67. Rident: Smiling or cheerful.
Example: Her rident expression brightened the room.

68. Sagacious: Having keen mental discernment and good judgment.
Example: The sagacious advice of the wise elder was sought by many.

69. Taciturn: Reserved or uncommunicative in speech; habitually silent.
Example: His taciturn nature made it challenging to get to know him.

70. Ubiety: The state or condition of being in a certain place.
Example: The ubiety of the artwork added to its mystique.
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71. Visceral: Relating to deep feelings and instincts rather than intellectual thought.
Example: The movie had a visceral impact on the audience, evoking strong 
emotions.

72. Widdershins: In a direction contrary to the sun's course; counterclockwise.
Example: The ritual dance involved moving widdershins around the fire.

73. Xenodochial: Hospitable or welcoming to strangers.
Example: The small village was known for its xenodochial residents.

74. Yokemate: A companion or partner, often in labor or work.
Example: The two friends made excellent yokemates in their business venture.

75. Zephyr-like: Resembling a gentle, mild breeze.
Example: Her voice was zephyr-like, soothing all who listened.

76. Accumbent: Reclining or lying down.

79. Dolorous: Expressing or causing sorrow or distress.

80. Effulgent: Shining brilliantly; radiant.
Example: The effulgent sunset painted the sky with vivid hues.

81. Fatuous: Silly and pointless; lacking in intelligence.
Example: His fatuous comments only served to irritate the audience.

82. Gregarious: Fond of company; sociable.
Example: She had a gregarious personality and made friends easily.

83. Hapaxlegomenon: A word that appears only once in a body of text.
Example: This mysterious term is a hapaxlegomenon in the ancient manuscript.

84. Ineffable: Too great or extreme to be expressed in words.
Example: The beauty of the landscape was truly ineffable.
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85. Juxtapositional: The act or placement of two things (usually abstract concepts) near 
each other.
Example: The juxtapositional imagery in the artwork added depth to its meaning.

86. Katabatic: Relating to the downward movement of air.
Example: The katabatic wind from the mountains brought a chill to the valley.

87. Lucubrate: To work diligently and study late at night.
Example: He would lucubrate for hours in preparation for his exams.

88. Munificence: Great generosity in giving.
Example: Her munificence towards the local charity made a significant impact.

89. Nebulaphobia: The fear of fog or foggy weather.

91. Palimpsest: A manuscript or piece of writing material on which the original writing has 
been erased to make room for later writing.

92. Querencia: A place where one feels safe and at home.
