5. Evaluating: Here, you make judgments about the value of ideas, methods, or 
solutions. Examples include:

Judging the quality of a piece of art.

6. Creating: This is the highest level and involves generating new ideas, products, or 
ways of thinking. Examples:

Writing an original short story.

Designing a new product.
