What is the reasoning behind
anchoring the criteria on those 3 items? Give 5 examples of each.
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The central metric of the Verbal Communication Linguistics Proficiency Test, which
includes "Natural, Coherent, and Complex" criteria, is designed to assess various
aspects of language proficiency:

1. Naturalness: This criterion evaluates how closely the communication resembles
the way native speakers naturally use language. It considers factors like fluency,
idiomatic expressions, and colloquialisms. For example:

¢ Using common greetings like "Hi, how are you?" in casual conversations.
e Employing contractions like "I'm" instead of "I am" for a more natural flow.
» Inserting pauses and fillers like "um™ and "uh" in spontaneous speech.

+ Adhering to the appropriate tone for the context, such as being formal in a
business setting.

2. Coherence: Coherence assesses the logical flow and organization of ideas in
speech, ensuring that listeners can follow the conversation easily. Examples
include:

o Utilizing transition words like "however" and "therefore" to connect ideas.

o Properly structuring sentences and paragraphs to avoid abrupt topic changes.
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¢ Maintaining a clear thesis statement and supporting arguments in a
presentation.

e Linking back to previous points in a discussion to provide context.

3. Complexity: Complexity measures the richness of vocabulary, sentence structures,
and overall language usage. It evaluates the speaker's ability to convey nuanced
ideas and adapt their language to different situations. Examples encompass:

o Employing a wide range of synonyms and antonyms to avoid repetition.

¢ Using varied sentence structures, such as complex sentences with multiple
clauses.

« Demonstrating an understanding of nuanced words with multiple meanings.

» Adapting language complexity to the audience, using simpler language for
children and more advanced language for experts.

e Incorporating figurative language like metaphors and similes to enhance
communication.

The reasoning behind these criteria is that they collectively assess how well an
individual can communicate effectively, naturally, and with sophistication, which is
essential in various linguistic contexts. These criteria help evaluate a person's language
proficiency comprehensively, considering both the basic principles of language use and
the ability to adapt to different communication scenarios.
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
