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Explain the new T+1 stock trading transaction 

The new T+1 settlement rule for stock trades went into effect on May 28, 2024. It 
significantly impacts how long it takes to complete a stock trade.

Previously, trades settled in T+2, meaning it took two business days after the trade 
date for the seller to deliver the shares and the buyer to receive the money. Now, 
under T+1, this process happens in just one business day.

T refers to the transaction date, the day you buy or sell a stock.

T+1 stands for "trade date plus one business day". This is the new settlement 
date when the trade is finalized.
