Which One is Better for You?

o Fast gravel, mixed pavement, or long endurance rides? - 700x40c

e Chunky gravel, rough terrain, or bikepacking? - 700x45c

If you ride mostly in Cebu with mixed road and gravel, 700x40c might be the
sweet spot for speed and efficiency. But if you're tackling rougher trails, 700x45c
can provide extra comfort and grip.
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
